246. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

247. MEMBERS DECLARATION OF INTEREST FOR ITEMS ON THE AGENDA & REQUESTS

248. OPEN FORUM 
Members of the public were permitted to speak in the open forum and discussed the following: 
· Overhanging hedges on footpaths in various locations.  
249. TO APPROVE MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
It was proposed by Councillor Harmer,  seconded by Councillor White and resolved that the minutes from meeting 15 held on 15th June 2023 should be approved and signed.   
250. DISTRICT AND COUNTY REPORTS
County Councillor Daunton provided a report that was circulated to the Councillors prior to the meeting.   Additionally, Councillor Daunton reported: 
· That works to the gated entrances to the village will commence on 18th July for two days, which will result in some closures.   It was suggested that this information be displayed on both the website and Facebook.  
· The Local Highways Improvement application has now been scored but, the official notification has not been confirmed.  
· The Local Highways Improvement scheme for 20mph, notifications are not expected until September 2023.
District Councillors Hofman and Williams, and District Councillor Cone provided reports that were circulated to the Councillors prior to the meeting.  Additionally Councillor Williams reported: 
· Shared Planning has been identified for an award for good practice, the only one in the country that has received the award.   
· A mobile food hub is going to be visiting Fulbourn, dates will be provided when known. 
Councillor Cone did not provide a report in advance of the meeting, but a copy will be supplied.   Items included:
· Fulbourn Greenways 1st Phase consultation is now live,  and residents are encouraged to look at the plans and comment where appropriate.  
Full reports are available from the Website or upon request from the Clerk.  
251. MATTERS ARISING/CHAIRMAN, COUNCILLORS AND CLERKS REPORTS INCLUDING 
· Correspondence had been received about the Capital Fund currently available which seeks Parish Councils to seek funding for up to £40K for a capital project which could include buildings, or any other project that would require capital funding.   Further investigation would be required before any application could be made, but it was noted that the time frame for Expression of Interest submissions,  was the end of September 2023. 
· A letter had been sent by Alamy, suggesting that a stock image had been illegally  used on the Wilbrahams website.   The image has since been removed and communication has started with the organisation.  It is unknown as to who included the image, but it clearly stated a stock image on the website.  Councillor Kolind will be looking at how the access to the website can be restricted to authorised users only to prevent a reoccurrence.  
· Councillor Martin had received a complaint about an incident on Church Street.   An AAH van had been travelling at excess speed from Fulbourn end of the village and whilst a resident had been pulling off the road.   As the resident was unable to move out of the way in time, the driver of the van had to stop abruptly and then proceed to shake their fist at them, causing the resident alarm and distress.   It was recommended that this be brought up the Neighbourhood Policing Team.  
252. FINANCE INCLUDING APPROVAL OF PAYMENT OF OUTSTANDING ACCOUNTS 
a. It was proposed by Councillor Burton, seconded by Councillor Kolind and resolved that the Bank Reconciliation for June 2023 be approved. 
b. It was proposed by Councillor Burton, seconded by Councillor Martin that the July accounts should be paid.   Action: Clerk to set up payments for authorisation by Councillor Burton and Councillor Harmer.  
c. It was proposed by Councillor Burton, seconded by Councillor Kolind and resolved that powers are delegated to the Clerk to pay August’s accounts with the approval of the Chairman and Vice Chairman

253. PLANNING MATTERS 
Planning Applications

Tree Works
23/0618/TTCA, S211 Tree Works Notice, 31 Angle End, Great Wilbraham.   T1 
Dead Ivy clad tree – fell, T2 Copper Maple – Raise Crown to 4m, T3 Variegated 
Maple – Ivy Clad, Fell, T4 – Ash – Fell, T5 Ash – adjacent to house, Fell.  The 
Parish Council have no comments.  
Licensing Matters 
Great Wilbraham Hall Farm - Application for new premises license.  The Parish 
Council have no comments.  
254. SCHEME OF DELEGATION 
It was proposed by Councillor Burton, seconded by Councillor Harmer and resolved that powers should be delegated to the Clerk to carry out the functions of the Council in the absence of a meeting in August.   
255. TREES AT FROG END 
The Clerk reported that Shared Planning are not intending to place Tree Preservation Orders on the Bird Cherries at Frog End and that the felling of the trees can proceed.   It was agreed that the contractor will be contacted to ensure that there are no birds nesting in the trees and that the trees will be felled as soon as possible.  The Parish Council will seek advice from Highways, and the Tree Warden as to the recommendations for replacement species.  Nearby residents will be informed of the intention to fell as soon as possible and outline the proposals for the area.   Action: Clerk to contact Highways to confirm the schedule and seek advice on replanting.   
256. VILLAGE MAINTENANCE
The first of a village walk around had now been completed, areas have been highlighted that require vegetation maintenance, some of which are the responsibility of the residents.   It was suggested that a local handyman should be approached to get costings for all parish council maintenance.   The second half of the walk around is due to take place next week, after which a detailed report will be drawn up and circulated to all councillors.  Action:  Councillor Harmer to prepare an article for inclusion on the website and noticeboard about the importance of keeping footpaths clear from vegetation for all users.   
257. MVAS UNITS 
A proposal was bought forward by those maintaining the MVAS units that more materials need to be purchased, due to supplier suggestion that the solar panels should not be moved due to the fear of breakage.    A quotation for £639.60 was received for approval by the Parish Council.  It was agreed that the data produced from the units should be included on the website and in the Warbler.  It was proposed by Councillor Burton, seconded by Councillor Kolind and resolved that the additional materials should be purchased by the Parish Council to allow for the MVAS units to be moved around.   Action:  Data to be sent by David Richer to Councillor Harmer for inclusion on website and next edition of Warbler. 
258. JUBILEE BENCH 
A site for the new Jubilee Bench is still being investigated.   The matter will be revisited on the next agenda when Councillor Page returns.   
259. DITCH CLEARANCE
A quotation had been received for clearing the ditch in the Cemetery area and to clear the pipework on Pond Corner.    It was proposed by Councillor Kolind, seconded by Councillor Harmer and resolved that the quotation for £740.00 should be accepted and that works should commence as soon as possible.    Action: Clerk to make necessary arrangements with the contractor and copy Councillor Daunton in.   
260. SIX OAKS ENGERY FARM 
Councillors White, Burton and Kolind attended a meeting with Little Wilbraham & Six Mile Bottom, Bottisham Parish Councils and WEG to discuss the offer of a community benefit fund to the three parishes from Ridge Clean Energy.    It was felt by the group that the current offer was too low and that this needed to be increased.   The group also discussed the ratio distribution for all the parishes, this matter is currently unresolved and will require further discussion.   Councillor Williams gave the parish council valuable advice about managing such funds, as Wadlow Wind Farm was previously in the hands of a group of parishes affected by the development.   It has since been handed over to the Cambridgeshire Community Foundation to administer due to the implications of handling the fund.   It was agreed that Great Wilbraham Parish Council should continue to support Little Wilbraham and Six Mile Bottom to seek a suitable resolution. It was proposed by Councillor Harmer, seconded by Councillor Martin and resolved that Councillors Burton, Kolind and White should continue to work with the combined group to consider the appropriate way forward with the offer of the Community Benefit Fund.  
261. CEMETERY 
It was proposed by Councillor Kolind, seconded by Councillor Burton and resolved that a Register of Purchased Graves, and Exclusive Rights of Burial Grants book be purchased at a cost of  £323.00 exc VAT.  
262. STREET LIGHTING 
It was discussed that the current street lighting arrangement was outside of contract and that now a few companies are offering a limited number of contracts after a significant time when none were offered, but these are only for a few hours at a time.  It was proposed by Councillor Kolind, seconded by Councillor White and resolved that powers be delegated to the Clerk to purchase a new street lighting agreement.   
263. COOPTION 
It was proposed by Councillor Burton, seconded by Councillor Kolind and resolved that David Crowther should be co-opted to the Council.   
264. MOTION TO EXCLUDE THE PUBLIC AND PRESS 
It was proposed by Councillor Burton, seconded by Councillor Kolind and resolved that the public (including representatives of the press) where excluded during the consideration of item 265 as it was deemed that the proceedings would if present allow members of the public to have disclosure of exempt information under Category 1 & 2 Part 1 Schedule 12A of the Local Government Act 1972 (as amended).   
265. CLERK RECRUITMENT 
The Clerk has tendered their resignation and arrangements were discussed for seeking a replacement.    The Clerk will stay with the Council until the Period of External Audit has completed.    Councillor Page will be taking the lead on recruitment with liaison with CAPALC.    The Clerk left during the latter part of the discussion for the reason of delegation of interest.
